Some hand percussion
instruments are Cajon, ghatam, udu
and so on and of course there is an

important sub-category of instruments
of the category hand percussion and
that is hand drum. Hand drums are

perhaps one of those genres of
instruments that are going to be in

the focus of all human beings sight.

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Hand Drum Fact s
Since hand drums are

too many drums with dif-
ferent shapes and every
hand drum has its own
hand drumming tech-
niques, therefore it is
almost impossible to
give a formula or method
of playing hand drums.
Even those drums that

are similar to each other have very differ-
ent methods of playing. For example gob-
let shaped drums are so similar to each
other, but the way that the Persian goblet
drum (tonbak) is played is totally different
from the way that Egyptian goblet drum
(tablah) is played. About frame drums the
position is more complicated. 

Traditionally every drum has its own
techniques that are the result the experi-
ence of many drummers. Today with the
help of Internet that many drummers of

different regions have been connected to
each other, are going to use the tech-
niques of different hand drums on the
their own drums and hopefully this will
enrich the techniques of all hand drums. 

Tonbak (Persian hand drum) is one of
those hand drums that is played with all
fingers of the drummer. 
The American name doumbek should be
derived from the Persian name dombak
that is the new form of its Pahlavi name,
dombalak and brought
to USA by Eastern emi-
grants. This name is
used for all genres of
goblet drums, particular-
ly for those goblet drums
that are used for Middle
Eastern music and
dance (called Arabic
music and belly dance).
Though goblet drums are similar in shape
but they are not played so similarly and
one need to be very careful about that.

When we drum, we connect
with the Creator and experi-
ence our natural childlike
innocence through drum-
ming, rhythm and movement.
This form of play facilitates
spiritual expansion because

drumming naturally brings one into the relaxed alpha
state of meditation.

Hand drums
around  the world 
A hand drum is any
type of drum that is
typically played with the bare
hand rather than a stick, mallet,
hammer, or other type of beater.
The simplest type of hand drum
is the frame drum, which con-
sists of a shallow, cylindrical
shell with a drumhead attached
to one of the open ends. There
are many groups that are known
for performing drums. The East
Side Drummers are one of the
best and most world-renown
groups. They were formerly
known as the Thompson pulse.
Middle & Near East
A frame drum common in Middle
Eastern music is the Tar (drum). 
The tambourine is simply a
frame drum with jingles attached
to the shell. 
The daf and the dayereh are
Iranian frame drums. 
Ghaval is the Azerbaijani frame
drum.  The tonbak is the Persian
goblet drum.  The Doumbek is a
goblet shaped drum used in
Arabic, Jewish, Assyrian,
Persian, Balkan, Greek,
Armenian, Azeri and Turkish

music. 
Africa
The most 
common African
drum known to
westerners is
the djembe, (jim
bay) a large,

single-headed drum with a 
goblet shape. 
The Ashiko is another African
drum in the shape of a truncated
cone. Similar to the Djembe it is
rope strung. Bougarabou are
African drums with cow skin
heads. 
Latin Percussion

Congas and bongos are essen-
tial to all kinds of Latin American
music, especially that of the
Caribbean and South American
regions, used in both folklore
(punta, santeria, rumba, etc.)
and popular music such as
merengue, salsa, son, boleros,
bachata, cumbia, latin jazz, and
others. 
The Tambora , a two-sided
drum played with both a stick
and a hand, is essential to the
merengue dance of the
Dominican republic.
Far East and India
Tabla are central to Indian
music. The mridangam takes
the main spot in Indian classical
(Carnatic) music. 

Ghatams and Kanjiras accom-
pany the mridangam in carnatic
music.
Europe
The Irish Bodhrán is sometimes
played with the bare hand. 
New Age
The Hang is a modern tuned
hand drum. 

Caring For Your Drum
You can treat the drum much
like you would an expensive
piece of furniture. Apply and
buff a light coat of wax on
the shell occasionally.
(Huberd's boot dressing on
the drum skin.)  Use precau-
tion doing this. You don't
want to soften the skin caus-
ing it to lose it's tension
strength.  If you are going to
store the drum for a long
period of time relaxing the
skin slightly by loosening the
tuning hooks a full turn on
the tuning nuts.
In a nut shell, Just give your
drum lots of love and I 
guarantee that it will love
you back!
